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adults from the community at-large, police officers
from the 12th Police District, the Philadelphia School
District, and Village leadership. Held monthly, EPIC
meetings are open to the public. This program is
funded by the Philadelphia Department of Human
Services.

The Truancy Intervention/Prevention Programs
serve truant youth and their families. Case Management
Services are provided to chronically truant youth in an
effort to stabilize the family situation and improve
school attendance. Parent Truant Officers provide an
early warning system for parents whose children are
beginning to display truant behaviors.

The Parents Academy provides parent education and
support programs to at-risk families. Classes meet
weekly for 8 to 10 sessions and address the needs of
a variety of caregivers.

The West Philadelphia Educational Academy, located
at West Philadelphia High School, provides an after-
school academic credit recovery program for high
school students who have fallen

behind on the credits they

need to graduate with
their class. All instructors
are certified teachers.
